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Vardag began her legal life as a trainee at
Linklaters, working on project financings of power
stations and diamond mines. After a year handling
capital markets work at her next firm Weil Gotshal
& Manges, Vardag crossed to the bar and requalified
as a barrister at 4 New Square.

It was only during her own divorce that her
professional attention turned seriously to family law.

“I'thought I'd like to try to build something myself
and do things my way,” she says.

That translates into what Vardag calls a “sensible
approach” to litigation, which is not just about
winning and “definitely not just about going to
court”, but is more informal and empathetic.

Judging from the statistics it seems to be working.
Turnover at the firm, which is in the process of
incorporating, is on track to rise from £828,000 last
year to £1.25m at the end of this month. The firm has
expanded from one to eight lawyers over the past four
years, while partner numbers post-incorporation will
stand at three.
